EAR TESTS - SIGHT READING - GENERAL KNOWLEDGE

GRADE I.
Ear Test.

Rhythm.

To clap or tap a two bar rhythm pattern in 4/4 time played twice by the examiner. The rhythm will contain crotchets and minims only.
Interval.


Identifying any note in the common C Major chord
Pitch.

To state which is the higher or lower of two notes played by examiner
Sight Reading .
 
To play a two bar melody containing, crotchets and minims in 4/4 or 3/4 time. In the keys specified for the grade.
General Knowledge   Questions on the music performed : key signatures, expression, terms.
GRADE II.
Ear Test
Rhythm.


To clap or tap a four bar rhythm pattern played twice by the examiner. The rhythm may contain minims, crotchets and quavers values only. 
Intervals.


To hum or sing two notes from the common chord of C Major. First as an arpeggio, then separately. 

Pitch.


To sing the tonic or ‘Do’ at the end of a short phrase played twice by the examiner. The tonic chord will be played first before each test.

Sight Reading. 
 
To play a four bar passage in either, 2/4, 3/4, 4/4 time containing minims, crotchet, quavers and dotted minims and their corresponding rests. In the keys specified for the grade. 
General Knowledge     Questions based on keys, terms, form and structure and an understanding of the pieces performed. 
GRADE III.
Ear Test
Rhythm.

To clap or tap a four bar rhythm pattern played twice by the examiner. The rhythm may contain dotted minims, minims, crotchets and quavers values only. 
Intervals.
To sing and recognize the following intervals played by the examiner; a Major 2nd, Major 3rd, Perfect 4th, Perfect 5th, Octave
Tonality.
To hum or sing a 7 note phrase played twice and to say whether it is Major or Minor.
Sight Reading. 

To play a four bar passage in either, 2/4, 3/4, 4/4, 6/8 time containing minims, crotchet, quavers and dotted minims, dotted crotchets and their corresponding rests.. In the keys specified for the grade.
General Knowledge     Questions based on keys, terms, form or structure, and understanding of the pieces performed.
GRADE IV.
Ear Test
Rhythm.

To clap or tap a four bar rhythm pattern played twice by the examiner in ¾ or 4/4 time. The rhythm may contain dotted minims and dotted crotchets. 
Intervals.
To sing and recognize the following intervals played by the examiner: Major and Minor 2nd, Major and Minor 3rd, Perfect 4 , Perfect 5th, Major 6th, Major 7th, Octave
Tonality.

To hum or sing a 7 note phrase, played twice
and to say whether it is Major or Minor
Sight Reading. 
To play a four bar passage in either, Common, Cut common, 2/4, 3/4, 4/4, 6/8, 9/8 time containing minims, crotchet, quavers, semiquavers and dotted minims, dotted crotchets and their corresponding rests.. In the keys specified for the grade.
General Knowledge .   As for previous grade. Plus Binary, Ternary and Rondo forms, Perfect and Plagal cadences - formation and aural recognition. 
GRADE V.
Ear Test
Rhythm.

To clap a four bar passage, played twice in 6/8 by the examiner,


with no note shorter than a quaver 
Intervals.

To sing and identify any degree of the Major scale,
played twice by the examiner
Pitch.
To hum or sing the higher or lower note of two notes played by the examiner


Tonality.

To identify as major or minor a short phrase played by the examiner
Cadence.

To identify the cadence within the phrase as Plagal or Perfect
Sight Reading. 

To play a four bar passage in either, Common, Cut common, 2/4, 3/4, 4/4, 6/8, 9/8 time containing minims, crotchet, quavers, semiquavers and dotted minims, dotted crotchets and their corresponding rests.. In the keys specified for the grade.
General Knowledge .   As for previous grade with Questions concerning the music pieces performed. Identifying Diminished and Augmented chords and the recognition of Chords I, IV and V in the music performed.
GRADE VI.
Ear Test

Rhythm.

To clap a four bar passage, played twice in 6/8 by the examiner,


with no note shorter than a quaver. 
Intervals.
Given the tonic note to name two notes played consecutively within an 8ve.
Pitch.
To hum the second part to a two part phrase of six notes played twice by the examiner.
Cadence.

To recognize Perfect or Plagal cadences
played by the examiner as a conclusion to a slow phrase.
Harmony.

To identify chords played in root position as Major or Minor.

Sight Reading. 

To play a four bar passage in either, Common, Cut common, 2/4, 3/4, 4/4, 6/8, 9/8 time containing minims, crotchet, quavers, semiquavers and dotted minims, dotted crotchets and their corresponding rests.. With the inclusion of: tied notes, simple syncopation and accidentals. In the keys specified for the grade.
General Knowledge .   As for previous grade with Questions on the pieces performed and to identify modulations within the works performed

GRADE VII.
Ear Test

Rhythm.

To clap or tap a four bar passage, played twice by the examiner in simple duple, simple triple, compound duple or compound triple time with no note shorter than a semiquaver. 
Intervals.
To name three consecutive notes after the tonic is named and played. Each test will be played three times by the examiner.
Pitch.
To hum or sing the upper and lower part of an eight note phrase played in two-part harmony by the examiner 
Cadence.

To recognize Perfect, Plagal and Interrupted cadences
played by the examiner as a conclusion to a slow phrase.
Harmony.

To identify Major, Minor, Augmented and Diminished chords
in root position as played by the examiner
Sight Reading. 
An eight bar passage in a Major or Minor key up to three sharps or flats. In any simple or compound time signature. With the inclusion of semi-quavers, crotchets, minims and syncopation in the keys specified for the grade.
General Knowledge.  As for previous grade with detailed questions concerning the music pieces performed. Modulations in these pieces to be identified and discussed.
GRADE VIII.
Ear Test

Rhythm.

To clap or tap a four bar passage, played twice by the examiner in simple duple, simple triple, compound duple or compound triple time with no note shorter than a semiquaver. 
Intervals.
To name three notes played consecutively after the tonic is given named and played. Each test will be played three times by the examiner.
Pitch.
To hum or sing the lower part of a twelve note two-part phrase
played twice by the examiner 

Cadence.

To recognize Perfect, Plagal, Interrupted and Imperfect cadences
played by the examiner as a conclusion to a slow phrase.
Harmony.

To identify Major, Minor, Augmented and Diminished chords
in root position as played by the examiner
Sight Reading. 
 To play a sixteen bar passage in a Major or Minor key up to four sharps or flats. In any simple or compound time signature. With the inclusion of semi-quavers, crotchets, minims and syncopation in the keys specified for the grade.
General Knowledge.  As for previous grade with an in depth discussion and questions relating to music performed. Questions on intervals (inverted, compound, diatonic and chromatic.)
